Character Voice Analysis
 
A character voice analysis is a formal, written explanation of the ways in which certain vocal characteristics or elements have been altered, arranged, and produced by an actor (or voice actor) to create a specific character. This type of analysis is going to be limited to what you, as the viewer, sees and hears in a movie, television, theatre, etc. This kind of description and analysis will provide a solid foundation for your understanding of how to create characters through the manipulation of various voice elements and characteristics.
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TASK: 
Each student will write a series of paragraphs (minimum 5 paragraphs) analysing a specific character’s voice and characteristics from the movie The Incredibles. Use the voice analysis chart (attached) to gather information, write down observations, ideas and examples from the movie for a minimum of 3 voice elements outlined. 

Structure of Paragraphs 
A) Include an introductory paragraph. This paragraph should include: 
1) The movie title

2) The character name that you are going to analyze
3) A description of the character’s role

4) A list of the three elements of voice that you plan to analyze and discuss 
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You should organize each body paragraph (min. 3) around a formal voice element. Each paragraph should include:
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identification of the use of the voice element you will discuss, using proper terminology  (point)
· i.e. loud (qualifier) volume (voice element terminology)
2) explicit examples from the movie that demonstrate that element (proof)
· Use a direct quote and or a thorough description of the “situation”

· Remember, someone who has not seen the movie should be clear on what you are describing, and be just as convinced to agree as someone who has seen the examples first hand

3) a thorough discussion of its effects on the characterization (explanation)
· How does this voice element help create how you see the character and who the character is?

· At least TWO points/different ideas (sentences) should be presented here
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You should include a concluding paragraph, in which you summarize your overall ideas, and state what you have learned about manipulating voice elements and creating characters.


Differentiation for I/P/Y coded students: 

I Coded students must complete analysis = Intro + 3 element paragraphs + Conclusion

P Coded students must complete analysis = Intro + minimum 4 element paragraphs + conclusion

Y Coded students must complete analysis = Intro + 5 element paragraphs + conclusion
