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In pairs or groups of three, write a new scene of dialogue between new characters, based on an existing fairytale, fantasy story, or movie. In short, you are writing and recording a radio drama for a ‘deleted scene’. 
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Process:
1- Select a story/movie with your group and decide where it is appropriate to add a ‘deleted’ scene. Remember you must create new characters, so consider which part of the plot it makes sense to add to. Before you begin writing your script, complete the Character Development worksheet independently to brainstorm who your character is.
2- With your group, brainstorm the 5W’s of your scene on the Plot and Setting Development worksheets. This will help you visualize what is happening during this deleted part. Be as specific as possible!
3- Once you have planned your deleted scene, transfer your ideas into the script format. You will collaboratively write your script, but each student is responsible for writing their own specific lines. Be sure that you work collectively to create dialogue that is unified and flows naturally.
4- After the dialogue is written in a script rough draft, your group will need to add stage directions and sound effects.  Remember that you are writing a radio drama and not a theatrical script. Therefore your stage directions will need to include every detail necessary to communicate setting, emotion and actions. 
5- When finished a final typed script will be created using the proper format.
6- Students will then record and edit their script on Audacity. Original sound effects as well as digital existing sound effects should both be incorporated.  Remember: You are responsible for writing, recording, and editing your lines from the script. Be sure that you are happy with the overall quality as this affects your mark.
