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PROJECT: For this assignment, you'll be using all of the skills you've learned during this unit about photography, lighting and Photoshop to take a self-portrait and exhibit some personal idea/theme/mood or communicate something about yourself through creative design in Photoshop. Think about the overall effect you hope to achieve and the dominant impression you wish to impart about yourself through your portrait. Ask yourself:

· What is it that makes me a unique individual?

· Who am I? What do I like to do?

· What words and images reflect my views on life and the things I care deeply about?

· How have people, experiences, and places shaped me?
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What’s my keenest insight? highest wisdom? deepest belief? truest face? 

· What symbols best represent my true self?

· What is my physical, mental, spiritual, emotional, and magical sense of self?


PART 1: PLAN YOUR PHOTO 
You will need a partner to help you set up the camera and execute your vision. You will need to think about depth of field, camera angles and shots, and composition. Consider the following: 
· Camera Shots – Do you want your portrait to be a wide shot (full body), mid-shot (half body), or close up (face only)?
· Camera Angles – What angle do you want your photo to have? (Eye-Level, high, low, bird’s eye, slanted)
· Focal Point – How will you compose your shot? (Rule of Thirds, hot spots, emphasis, etc)
· Lighting – What light source do you want to use for your photo? (Key, Fill, or Back light)
· What Story do you want to tell about yourself?  
PART 2: EDIT WITH PHOTOSHOP
In Photoshop you will use the tools, skills and effects learned so far to create a unique design for your self-portrait. Your final product should reflect your sense of self, personal identity/worldview shaped by culture and experiences. The following are the skills you should consider in your project in some way: 

· Replace the original background of your portrait with a creative one based on your vision

· Add elements to your photo to enhance your vision and/or story ie. objects, animals, etc.

· Use filters to enhance your photo and add texture 
· Change the colour of your hair, eyes, clothes, shoes, etc. 
· Add special effects to your portrait to enhance your design. Use the tutorials available on Google Classroom to guide yourself through the process (ie. Glass effect, pencil sketch drawing effect, Pop Art image effect, zombie effect, etc.) 

· Create a mood/atmosphere that reflects your  overall concept
Save your project as a .PSD file so that the layers and work done are all visible. Then upload it to Google classroom as: (yourname).ExpressivePortrait.psd
