The Aperture affects the amount of light, depth of field, and sharpness. F-numbers are mathematical numbers that expresses the diameter of the aperture: a higher f-number = a smaller aperture = less light; a lower f-number = a larger aperture = more light 
The Shutter is what controls how long the sensor is exposed to the light. The longer the shutter is open the more light can be captured by the sensor. A fast shutter speed will result in “freezing” a moving object and a slow shutter speed will let you capture the motion of a moving object. 

The ISO speed affects the sensor’s sensitivity to light. A low ISO speed requires a longer exposure and is referred to as slow, a high ISO speed requires less time to give the same exposure and is therefore referred to as fast.
