“The Highwayman” Class Activity

1. The class will listen to a reading of  “The Highwayman” by Alfred Noyes

2. The class will then be divided into groups and assigned a stanza from the poem

3. Choose a reader to read the stanza out loud to the group:  Read slowly, steadily and clearly.  Try to pay attention to rhythm.

4. On the full poem version, underline any literary devices you find.

5. On a separate sheet, label the device’s name, then discuss and record the specific purpose and effect of that particular usage of the device.

6. On the large sheet of paper with your stanza, draw an interpretation of your stanza.  Be creative when imagining how to express your devices.
