Learning Goal: Be able to write and present a narrative ballad  that is a minimum of 32 lines (8 stanzas) and has a regular rhyme scheme and rhythm and to present it in a creative and effective manor
Step One - Choosing a topic
Listen to or read the news for tragic or heroic stories.  Research famous love stories or historical events online.  In pairs, take the main points of your research and turn them into a ballad.

Step Two: Create a way of presenting the ballad to the class. The text of your ballad should be visible to the class while presenting. Generally, your presentation will both show and tell, have visual and aural components. 
Use one of your many multiple intelligences.
· Linguistic intelligence ("word smart") – Write your ballad using older forms of English (Elizabethan or Middle English) or a particular dialect (Maritimes, Western, Deep South) and represent your word selection/etymology in a visual manner.
· Logical-mathematical intelligence ("number/reasoning smart") – use computer/research skills to present your ballad in a creative manner like a sophisticated plot graph/flowchart or character web.
· Spatial intelligence ("picture smart") – create a graphic novel, a children’s literature book, or a visual essay.
· Bodily-Kinesthetic intelligence ("body smart") – act out your ballad with a group of friends at home or with your classmates in class. Create figures of your characters out of modeling clay, Play Dough, or pipe cleaners.
· Musical intelligence ("music smart") – record your ballad by either singing/playing it yourself or with friends.  Record a dramatic reading with music in the background.  Pretend your ballad is the inspiration for a movie and develop/record the soundtrack.
· Interpersonal intelligence ("people smart") – create a shoebox full of items that would be important to characters in your ballad.
· Intrapersonal intelligence ("self smart") – use metacognitive writer’s journals that record the writing/thinking process as you work through this project.
· Naturalist intelligence ("nature smart") – create a diorama or setting for your ballad using primarily natural/recycled materials.
Step Three: Present your project to the class.  This includes a reading (or singing) of your own original ballad and a presentation of your media/creative elements from step 2 above

Success Criteria for Ballad:

·  Theme is tragic, heroic, romantic or historic

· Has a stanza structure for the verses and may have a refrain or chorus

· Has a rhyme scheme: common ones are AABB, ABAB or ABCB

· Has a regular rhythm, perhaps 8-6-8-6

· Has a clear beginning, middle and end to the narrative

· Uses dialogue and/or clichéd phrases or expressions

· Uses imagery, similes, metaphors, allusion, hyperbole, personification, irony, symbolism, onomatopoeia,                    

alliteration, repetition (a minimum of 8 different devices – fill in device analysis chart)
· Ballad should be typed in the proper poetic format, with correct and effective end punctuation
